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2009 Program Highlights 
 
In 2009, PREAL continued to promote better and more equitable education in Latin America by helping 
governments and civil society organizations identify and implement key policy reforms. 

 
PREAL worked with national partners throughout the region to put 
key education issues firmly on national agendas, organizing more 
than 100 events and meetings on topics ranging from improving 
school management in Panama to education finance in the 
Dominican Republic. It co-organized an international conference on 
teacher effectiveness held in Mexico City with the Secretary of Public 
Education (SEP) and the Latin American Social Sciences Faculty 
(FLACSO). The event, entitled “Efectividad del desempeño docente”, 
reviewed successful international experiences in teacher training, 
management and evaluation for an audience of more than 800 
policymakers, teachers, education officials and opinion leaders.  
 
PREAL’s Working Group on Teacher Professionalization (GTD) and 
three partners in the Dominican Republic co-organized an 
international seminar in Santo Domingo on teacher training practices 
for 400 teachers, education researchers, ministry of education 
officials, and other members of the private and public education 

community. PREAL’s Working Group on Standards and Assessments (GTEE) co-organized an 
international training workshop in El Salvador with the World Bank on assessing student learning. 
Participants focused on ways to improve procedures for analyzing testing data. The vice minister of 
education and 20 department managers and technical officers from the evaluation units of 10 Latin 
American countries attended. PREAL also hosted a discussion by Jamaican Minister of Education 
Andrew Holness in Washington, DC on his plans for improving the quality of Jamaican schools. 

 
PREAL's four “strategic partnerships,” which are designed to encourage policy improvements in key 
areas of education, made substantial progress. They include creating teacher performance standards and 
encouraging efficient local management of education funds (Honduras); supporting “second generation 
reforms” focused on education equity and quality (Guatemala); improving school leadership and 
strengthening public-private partnerships (Panama); and implementing improved school management 
models (Dominican Republic). Also, the Central American Educational and Cultural Commission 
(CECC/SICA) decided to include PREAL’s publications in the documents it regularly sends to ministries of 
education in seven countries in Central America.   
 
PREAL’s Business-Education Alliance helped national partners in Panama organize a forum on public-
private partnerships in education, organized two business-education study tours (Colombia, El Salvador), 
and helped PREAL’s Central American partners involve the private sector in education. The Alliance 
increased membership in each participating country and held its first regional planning meeting in 
Antigua, Guatemala, bringing together representatives of five national chapters to discuss strategies for 
actively engaging business groups in education and expanding the regional network.  
 
PREAL and national partner CIEN (Center for National Economic Research) launched the second 
national education report card in Guatemala, Education: An Urgent National Challenge (Educación: Un 
Desafío de Urgencia Nacional). PREAL worked with The Center for Public Policy Implementation for 
Equity and Growth (CIPPEC) to draft its first-ever policy audit—an evaluation of the national education 
finance law in Argentina; nearly completed, with the Lemann Foundation, its first report card on education 
in Brazil; and worked with national partners on new report cards in Ecuador, Honduras, Peru, and the 

At the heart of all PREAL activities is a 
focus on improving learning outcomes for 
the region’s youth through better policy. 
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Dominican Republic. PREAL also helped the Caribbean Policy 
Research Institute (CaPRI) assess options for producing the 
first education report card in Jamaica, and has completed a 
first draft of its 2009-2010 report card on education in Latin 
America.  
 
PREAL’s working groups helped bring cutting-edge research 
on two critical areas of education—standards and evaluation 
and the development of the teaching profession—to the 
attention of practitioners throughout the region through events, 
publications and active networking. The Working Group on 
Standards and Assessments (GTEE) and Working Group on 
Teacher Professionalization (GTD) held eight events on topics 
ranging from the establishment of learning standards to teacher 
remuneration. Their coordinators and members represented 
PREAL in more than 30 events. The GTEE co-organized with 
the Peruvian Institute of Basic Education Assessment, 

Accreditation and Certification (IPEBA) and the ministry of education an international conference in Lima, 
Peru, and completed a multi-country comparison of in-class student assessment practices. GTD activities 
included a third meeting of its sub-group on teacher remuneration, participation in several teacher 
recognition award programs, and collaboration in five national PREAL partner events related to the 
teaching profession.  
 
PREAL’s co-directors, working group coordinators and staff also provided advice and technical 
assistance to a number of different individuals and institutions. They represented PREAL at some 50 
conferences sponsored by outside organizations. At the request of the Mexican government, Co-director 
Jeffrey Puryear, along with two members of PREAL’s Working Group on Standards and Assessments 
and other international education specialists, provided advice on how to strengthen Mexico’s National 
Assessment of School Academic Achievement (ENLACE). Co-director Marcela Gajardo chaired the 
Education for All Global Monitoring Report (EFA-GMR) advisory board meeting held at UNESCO/Paris to 
discuss the group’s 2010 report, and an upcoming external evaluation of the report covering the 2006-
2009 periods. Along with Denise Vaillant, who coordinates PREAL’s Working Group on the Teaching 
Profession, and Ana María de Andraca, who coordinates PREAL’s Best Practices program, Marcela 
Gajardo and other Latin American education specialists provided advice to the authorities of the 
Secretary of Public Education in Mexico on their education reform efforts. 
 
In addition, PREAL and its staff produced and widely distributed 47 publications to some 3,000 individuals 
and institutions. Publications included one book, four working 
papers, three editions of the Policy Series, three editions of the 
Best Practices Series, nine editions of the Education Synopsis 
Series, one national report card on education in Guatemala, three 
special reports, five editions of the ProEducación business-
education newsletter, three editions of the PREAL Informa 
newsletter, and 15 editions of working group newsletters. PREAL 
also improved its online presence, circulating to its virtual network 
52 Central America education policy news summaries plus a 
selection of noteworthy articles and papers on education reform, 
updating Spanish and English content on the website, and 
launching a new blog. The PREAL Best Practices Program 
expanded its database to include 20 new cases of successful 
education policies in countries that achieved superior results on 
the OECD’s PISA tests, and it worked with PREAL’s Business-
Education Alliance to document 12 cases of innovative business-
education practices in Latin America.
